An alternative route will be signed via Staindrop Road to a temporary footpath approximately
112metres to the west of Low Coniscliffe Footpath 5, southwards to rejoin the original route and vice
versa.

The Order is necessary to allow construction of a housing development.

The maximum duration of the temporary closure under this Order is 6 months commencing from 5

January 2026.
